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Transport Policy – WCCC Representative Squads 
This policy lays down the WCCC approach to travel arrangements for cricket matches. 

Generally our approach means that parents are responsible for transportation to and from games and practice sessions. 

Away Fixtures 
· The managers of the respective teams will inform parents/carers of the date, venue, arrival time and finish time of the game. 

· It is the parent or carer’s responsibility to make the necessary arrangements for their child to get to the venue for the stated time, either by transporting their own child or making arrangements with other parents. 

· It is the parent or carer’s responsibility to make the necessary arrangements for their child to be returned from the venue to home by, transporting their own child or making arrangements with other parents. 

· The respective team manger will undertake to check at the end of a game that all children have been collected. In the event of arrangements breaking down, the team manger will attempt to contact the parent/carer and agree a new arrangement. 

· Should the team manger be unable to make any contact they will take responsibility for ensuring that the child is returned. 

· Any transport provided by WCBL officials will be in “exceptional circumstances” and deemed to be “with parental consent” and “without liability”. 
Home Fixtures & Practice Sessions 
· It is the parent or carer’s responsibility to make the necessary arrangements for their child to get to the venue for the stated time, either by transporting their own child or making arrangements with other parents. 

· It is the parent or carer’s responsibility to make the necessary arrangements for their child to be returned from the venue to home by, transporting their own child or making arrangements with other parents. 

· The respective team manger will undertake to check at the end of a game/practise session that all children have been collected. In the event of arrangements breaking down, the team manger will attempt to contact the parent/carer and agree a new arrangement. 

· Should the team manger be unable to make any contact they will stay at the venue with the child until contact is made with the parent or carer. The team manager will try and ensure that other children or preferably adults are also at the venue until new arrangements are sorted and carried out. 

Use of Minibus to Away Fixtures 
WCCC realise that some matches, through both being a long distance away and more than one day in duration, will possibly require the use of a minibus to transport the team. In the event of this, the WCCC will follow the guidelines laid out below: 

· The minibus and designated driver(s) have the appropriate level of insurance, over the age of 21 and have an acceptable driving license 

· The minibus will be to the required level of road worthiness and adequate for the distance and type of travel required 

· No pressure is applied and no discrimination given to those people who do not wish to travel by minibus to matches, however no other form of transport will be offered by WCBL for players refusing use of the minibus 

· More than one designated driver will be appointed if the journey is further than 60 miles one way 

· All staff and designated drivers are aware of WCCC “Code of Practise for Safe Use of Minibuses” WCAG Team Managers will (as well as the points laid out in the “Managing Child Away from the Club” policy): 

· Inform the parents of: 
o 
meeting point and meeting time 
o 
approximate time of return 

· Ensure that parents are informed of the minibus leaving time and arrival time at pick up point 

· Ensure all legal requirements are met during the journey 

· Ensure all players are collected before leaving the pick-up point, if player is not picked up, then Team Manager will follow procedures outlined above 
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
